A new Kenya Calendar for 2005

Following the success of the Classic Kenya Churches Calendar in 2003 it was proposed to produce another for 2004, using a different set of photographs, unfortunately there was insufficient information on some churches to complete the project. However I have a collection of historical Kenya photographs, some relating to the building of the railway taken in the late 1890s early 1900s, a few of which have been matched on a Then & Now basis and this is the theme for the 2005 calendar. 

For example this is Vasco da Gama Street, Mombasa, in the late 1890s with the push trolley lines heading to the old port. The present day view shows the street now renamed Mubarak Hinawy Road. The trolley lines were removed in 1924.
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The calendar is titled Historical Kenya Photographs - Then & Now, 2005, using an A4 vertical format, ring binder, with the original photographs in b/w and present day comparison in colour. Each photograph has an appropriate caption together with an Historical Note on the building of the railway.
